The Objectives of the Studyewte establish the
extent to which administrative practices influensasdents’ performance, to
assess the influence of physical facilities on aetist performance, to
investigate the influence of teachers’ qualification students’ performance
and to identify the influence of teaching and léagnmaterials on students’
performance in public day secondary schools in lKeriyon experimental
descriptive survey design was used to establidftutienal related factors and
students’ performance in public day secondary dshao Kangundo Sub
County. The target population is principals, teashend students’ in public
day secondary schools in Kangundo Sub-county. @tsprises of 19 public
day secondary schools, 19 Principals, 139 teachmis4871 Students. This
study chose two schools for piloting and chose 53%7 remaining schools
which are 9 schools and their principals for thgamatudy. The study chose
20% of 139 teachers who are 28 teachers. The stsely systematic random
technique for students, whereby 10% of 4871 stisdesich is 488 students
were used. Data collection instruments were quaséimes and observation.
The pilot study was done in two schools. Descrgstatistics using statistical
package for social sciences (SPSS) programme suchpescentages,
frequencies, tables, pie charts and bar graphsibdison will be used to
analyze the quantitative data. Qualitative data wksed under themes
consistent with the research objectives and cormisswill be based on trends
and patterns of responses. The analysis showgh@administrators in day
secondary schools were not sufficiently carryingirttwork of supervising
teachers in classroom, checking teachers’ scherhagsok and checking
lesson preparation for teachers. Based on therssé@adings the researcher
recommends that the principals should be encouragedarry out more
effectively the practices that would improve pemfi@ance such as close
supervision of teachers to make sure that theyopartheir work to enhance
performance. The principals should also be comnitte creating a good
environment and reading culture in these schoolsebgouraging good
relations among all the parties. The governmenulshalso facilitate the
availability of all the required materials and adatp teachers such that these
schools will have all that which is needed for #tadents to perform. The
principals should also work with the community paseand all stake holders
to construct the necessary facilities in the school

Despite the
investment in Free Day Secondary Education, comurates efforts on quality
education and performance in national examinatemesyet to be realized.
Overloaded curricula, lack of teaching materialgpmpteaching approaches,
poor or lack of adequate supervision, low moraldeafchers are among the

factors cited for poor quality of education (Angelj 2004).



Specifically, examination concerning the impactaoiministrative practices,
physical facilities, staff skill, teaching and learg materials on students’
performance in the public day secondary schoolKangundo Sub-county,
Machakos County is fundamental simply like somewhalse in Kenya. The
improvement of the scholarly accomplishment of #enyan student has
continued to engage the attention of the governméri€enya, educational
practitioners and policymakers.

1.8 Delimitations of the Study

The study was confined only to investigating influe of institutional related
factors on students’ performance in Public Day 8deoy schools in

Kangundo Sub-County. The study was conducted throlegcriptive research
design. The sampled size was taken from 19 pulalic Secondary Schools

and data collected by use of questionnaires.

1.9 Assumption of the Study

The assumptions were that all the respondents toare-operate and give true
and accurate information. It was also assumedtktigasampled schools taken
of 10% population would represent the whole popomat(Mugenda &
Mugenda, 2003). All the respondents were to be gmtegluring data

collection.

Institutional factors refer to those aspects that are within the bouesianf
the selected institutions that are assumed infingncthe academic
performance of students.

2.2 Institutional factors versus students’ performaice in KCSE

(1996) and Olarewaju, (1997) showed that insufficiman power, lack of
commitment and motivation to work, lack of equipmepoor attitudes of
students, poor understanding of concepts, inahititgtudy well, neglect of
assignments and pleasure seeking attitude corgritbat low academic
achievement. The current study will establish tostnal related factors:
administrative practices, physical facilities, teas’ qualifications, teaching
and learning materials on students’ performancK@$E in Kangundo sub-

county.

2.3 Administrative practices on students’ performarme in KCSE

According to Koskei, (2004) training is very impamt since it equips
managers with management skills hence a great okafficiency and

effectiveness. According to Iravo, (2002) and Wekh(014) support that



training positively influences principal’s competenin management of
human resources. Challenges fall under various aéchmanagements task
areas which according to Okumbe, (2001) include agament of staff
personnel, pupils, school finance, physical matgriaresources and
curriculum. According to Olembo and Cameroon, ()986@icates that school
principals face increasing administrative difficedt, for inadequate and badly
constructed building, shortage of books and equipmack of proper school
furniture particularly desks, poor or non-existenaintenance and repair,
untrained and half trained teachers who seldom &bag, overcrowded
classrooms, poor communications, and few supporsieryices especially
health services. As a result the administratiothefschools has become one
of the most tasking jobs in the whole educationtesys Olembo and

Cameroon, (1986).

Research carried out by Evans, (2001) observedhbagreatest influence on
teacher morale, job satisfaction and motivation sthool leadership and
management. These studies were done in other subtie® and not in
Kangundo sub county, therefore the current studenos to fill this

knowledge gap by investigating the effect of adstnative practices on
students’ performance in KCSE in public day secondahools in Kangundo

2.4 Physical Facilities on students’ performance iKCSE
According to MOEST, (2005) physical facilities likelassrooms, desks,

chairs, libraries and toilets are important factorsachievement of quality



education. According to Ayoo, (2000) it is genegrabreed that facilities have

direct bearing on good performance among studardsveloping countries.

According to Oladele, (1985) observed that the igyadjuantity and use of
physical facilities could influence teaching effeehess. According to Udoh,
(1990), Fabiyi and Cagbamiye, (2001) state thatsiglay and material
resources contribute significantly to students’damraic achievements. These
findings are also in line with that of Ayodele, €89, who states that
inadequate resources for teaching and learning le&y to low students’

academic achievement

Inadequate facilities have a negative influencehmnattitudes and academic
performance/achievement. According to Shiundu andul@ndo, (1992).
These studies were carried out in other countiésoéimer countries and not in
Kangundo Sub-county. Therefore the current studienihls to fill this
knowledge gap by investigating the influence of b facilities on
students’ performance in KCSE in public day secondahools in Kangundo

sub-county.

2.5 Teachers’ qualification on student performancen KCSE

Lukas, (2002) asserts that teachers’ educatiorichbe the main pillar of any
established system of education. This implies thathers who are highly
educated have effect on learners’ performance. Waog to Brown and
Duguid, (2003) found that highly skilled personaehance production of high
quality outcomes and effective improvement in atemamise. It has been
stated that the quality of an education system watlexceed the quality of its

teachers hence with about 80% of learning directiyenced by the quality
of teaching; improving quality will have a sign#ict impact on learning

MOE, (2014) NESP (2013-2018).

Teacher professional development is a critical afigctive strategy to

providing quality of education, MOE, (2014) NESR13-2018). This means
that education and training initiatives must bergddowards the development
of skills, knowledge, attitudes and values in thevedlopment of teaching

abilities to effectively cater for the learningtbe Kenyan child.

According to Huha, (2003) high qualifications denglself-confidence in the
teacher who in turn serves as a source of inspirath the students. Study
carried out by Abagi & Odipo, (1997) revealed thia¢ teachers’ attitude
towards their work and students, their classroormagament and their
interactions with the students has great impact students’ academic
performance. Osarenren, (1988) observed that teaatmn’t prepare their
lessons well. As a result of inadequacy in prepamabf subject matter,
students may loiter along the school compound logpkor an opportunity to
leave school, these compromises students’ perfarenahloward, (1995)
carried study and found that instructional effestigss and co-operative/
competitive condition affect academic achieveméstording to Oni, (1992)
stated that the presence of unqualified teacherschool system has the
tendency to cause low students’ performance sinaéfigd teacher have been
seen as drivers of active education system. Theskes were carried out in

other regions and countries and not in Kangundecsuinty. This study then

Falade, (2006) stated that teaching can only bec&fe when adequate and
relevant instructional materials are used. Accaydim Hassan, (2000) when
instructional materials and resources are lackinghadequate, education is
compromised and this is reflected in low academiievement, high dropout
rates, problem behaviour, poor teacher motivatiad anmet educational

goals. All these studies were done in other regant not done in Kangundo
sub-county. This current study will fill this knogdge gap by investigating
teaching and learning materials on students’ peréoice in public day

secondary schools in Kangundo sub-county.

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3.3 Target Population

3.7 Reliability of Research Instrument

The principals and teachers highlighted the follggwchallenges among others
faced by day secondary schools that affect studpat®ormance; drug abuse
by students, early pregnancy, high school drop;@lisenteeism, poor school
payment, low esteem among students, negative ddtitawards education,

language problem and indiscipline.

4.3.2 Suggested solutions to the challenges
They gave the following as solutions to the chaksfaced to improve the

performance of the students; drug abuse awaremession in the society,
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parents involvement in students’ performance maoimitp guidance and
counselling.

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CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY OF FINDINGS; CONCLUSIONS AND

5.1 Introduction
This chapter presents discussions of the key fgelpresented in chapter four,

conclusions based on those findings and recommiendahere to

5.2 Summary of the study findings

The purpose of the study is to investigate theuarite of institutional related

factors on students’ performance in public day sdaoy schools in Kangundo
Sub County. The Objectives of the Study were tal@sth the extent to which

administrative practices influences students’ pemnce, to assess the
influence of physical facilities on students’ perf@nce, to investigate the
influence of teachers’ qualification on studentstfprmance and to identify

the influence of teaching and learning materialsstudents’ performance in

public day secondary schools in Kenya.

The analysis shows that the administrators in @éaprsdary schools were not
sufficiently carrying their work of supervising teers in classroom, checking
teachers’ schemes of work and checking lesson magpa for teachers. The
results indicate that they are not good in checkimgrking of students’
assignments and lessons taught daily confirmatitmwever they motivate
teachers and students to play their roles and eageusmooth relationship

within teachers and students, students/ studerdsteachers/ teachers. The
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basic administrative practices that promote studmrformance are rated

lowly and therefore affecting performance in dalycads

In addition the findings shows that the facilitee® not enough and adequately
available as required in schools to facilitate sthdearning and performance
of students. Facilities such classrooms, librasied laboratories were rated as
inadequate or even lacking in some schools. Tharlés and laboratories are
not well equipped. These facilities are importankeiarning and therefore lack
or inadequate facilities could facilitate the pperformance in these schools.
Further the study shows that teachers are committatieir work, they are
gualified and have the experience required. How#werstudy shows that the
teachers rarely attend refresher courses andritiiese schools there are no
enough teachers for all the subjects. Teachersdudsd cover the syllabus
before exam though they involved in students welfareacher inadequacy
despite their commitment could be a course why ethgshools are not
performing. Also these schools experience inadeqaeaailability of teaching
and learning materials hence low performance aedetbre the number of

students joining university is low.

5.3 Conclusions

The analysis shows that the administrators in @éaprsdary schools were not
sufficiently carrying their work as is requiredattihe facilities are not enough
and adequately available as required in schoofadiitate smooth learning

and performance of students. However the informaglmows that teachers are
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committed to their work, they are qualified and &adkie experience required

though they are not enough.

In addition these schools experience inadequatdabildy of teaching and

learning materials schools and that there is lovfopmance and therefore the
number of students joining university is low. Stoteare tought all the
subjects including the practical ones, there dreaties, students are given
assignments and sit for exams on regular bases.et®wstudents are not
rewarded for passing in exams in their schoolsd&its share books on the

ratio of 1:2 and 1:3 which is not healthy for ldain schools.

5.4 Recommendations

Based on the research findings the researcher raeons that the principals
should be encouraged to carry out more effectiviedy practices that would
improve performance such as close supervisionaufiers to make sure that
they perform their work to enhance performance. phecipals should also

be committed to creating a good environment andimgaculture in this

schools by encouraging good relations among alpérges.

The government should also facilitate the avaiigbibf all the required
materials and adequate teachers such that theselschill have all that
which is needed for the students to perform. Thecprals should also work
with the community parents and all stake holdersdostruct the necessary

facilities in the school.
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5.5 Suggestions for further study

The researcher suggests that other researcheseceerried on other aspects
relating to school performance in boarding schoBessearch can also be
carried to identify other factors contributing tohsols performance besides

the ones discussed under this study.
