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th.e Indian public that an ininiediate action, 
poSibly Tcfdliafiveyn nature, is called for from 
the Indian community. Our political oppo^ 
nents have gained by their experience inipoli- 
tical struggles of the past when, oltener than 
not, they lost their ease. But they arc more 
tcnatious and they havetra’dftion.al/spirit of 
discipline and complete cohfidence''in their 
leaders. The conference of Europeans has 
been convened on certain information con­
fidentially conveyed to their leader probably' 
from >1,011000. What that information is does 
rot affect us but it is certain that steps are 
1 eing taken by the European leaders 
which centre round their consti­
tutional advance. It u-oulcl be a 
criminal folly on the part of the Indian com-. 
iminity to consider that the movement which 
is organised by our opponents was an innocerit 
one. Or that the recent pronouncement of thc 
Secretary of State on the “paramountcy" of 
the Colonial Office in colonial matters was a 
sure guarantee that the interests of the non- 
European communities would never be subor­
dinated to those of the Europeans. The 
Congress Executive have already taken action 
in the matter, but it is necessary that some­
thing more .spectacular is undertaken so that 
the attitude of the community is defined on this 
issue. Sir Joseph Byrne, who is now on an 
enforced holiday—evil tongues have it that he 
has given up his post on the issue of Income 
Tax w-hich he supported—refused to be a party 
to the policy of Sir Edward Grigg in goyerft- 
ing the country by “agreement" with Euro­
pean Elected Members of the Legislative 
Council. The present agitation is nothing 
short of an attempt to revert to a policy 
which has brought the country to the verge of 
bankruptcy and contributed to the surrender 
by the Head of the administration to a minority f > 
who is primarily concerned with the pdyancev <1 
ment of white supremacy among, millions of 
His Majesty's : coloured. subjects. Indians 
would fail in their duty, to their, owm people :

The leaders ofThe European community are 
not allowing the grass to glow under their feet 
even after the "constitutional triumph" they 
have scored on the issue ol Income Tax. A 
conference of political leaders ol the commu­
nity was held this week in Nairobi, but .the 
promoter of the conference, Capt. the, Hon.
H. E. SChwarlae, preferred to hold the procee­
dings in private, and they were accordingly 
held under the strictest secrecy.. There are 
certain circumstances connected with the 
holding of this Conference which we might 
make a note ol. In the first place, as ad­
mitted by the Deputy Leader of Uie Eu- 

Elccted Members of the Legislative 
Council, the Conference is called for Ihe pur­
pose of discussing the ways and means tor 
the European Members of the Legislative 
Council to obtain control of the finances of 
the Colony. In accordance with the wishes ol 
the Convention of Associations, Ihe European 
Elected Members recently sponsored a resolu­
tion in the Council demanding that the finaii- 

of the Colony he vested in the efec/ed 
repraentatioes of the people. It is, of course, 
understood that by people is only meant the 
white section of Kenya’s \hiimanity. The 
resolution was lost, but in the meanwhile cer­
tain developments look place and the Deputy 
Leader of the European side ot the Legislative 
Council announced the policy of his cem- 
muiiity in the course of the debate on Estima­
tes. On the other side, Lord Francis Scott, 
who Hew to England bolh lor reasons of health 
and fill presenting the case ol the sclHer com- 
niunily, was holding frequent conversations 
with Ihe Sccretarv of State on questions affect­
ing Keiiva politics. There is not the slightest 
doubt about Lord Francis Scott having to a 
great extent influenced tlie decisicn on Income
