The elder Mr. Jeevanjeo after tho oreation of the market
offered to the tovn a marble statue of the .ate Quoen Viotoris
and further offered to erect walla and railings, o.o0., round
the Publio fardens oppesite tho merket. This offer was accept
ea by H, N, Cemmisesioner and tho work was subsequently oompley
-ed. These various matters marked Mr. Jeecvanjee ns a man
