Abstract

Improved technologies for the cultural diagnosis of chancroid have resulted in increased interest
in the management and control of genital ulcer disease. New treatment regimens have been
identified, and new control strategies have evolved. These strategies now permit localized

introductions of chancroid into developed countries to be contained rapidly. However, additional
work is still necessary in developing countries.
