Although the global response to the HIV/AIDS epidemic in the developing world has, in general, been 

inadequate, there are key interventions which have been proven to be effective in reducing the 

incidence of HIV and relevant risky behaviors. We review and analyze these interventions according to 

three criteria: importance to HIV transmission, amenability to change, and cost-effectiveness.
