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1. BRIEF HISTORY OF THE SCHOOL

The School of Pharmacy started as a Department of Pharmacy in the Faculty of Medicine in
1974 and attained a Faculty status in July 1995. It is one of the five Schools which, together
with University of Nairobi Institute of Tropical and Infectious Diseases (UNITID) and
CHIVPRI constitute the College of Health Sciences of the University of Nairobi. The School
comprises of three departments based on thematic areas that existed since 1974 namely:-
Department of Pharmaceutical Chemistry, Department of Pharmacology & Pharmacognosy and
Department of Pharmaceutics and Pharmacy Practice. Pre-clinical courses are taught by a
complement of service departments within the University.
