Another service that UHS runs
is condom use education and
/ distribution. Condoms use education
[ VICE is provided during HIV sensitization
programs in all campuses. Condoms
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the Chief Medical Officer, Dr problems are detected early enough.
Stephen Ochiel noted that it is . ,

important that everyone knows
his or her HIV status so that
those who fest negative work
towards protecting themselves.
Those who test positive have
the opportunity of being enrolled
for care and treatment services
early before the immune system
is severely damaged by the HIV
virus. In this regard, the UHS
runs HIV testing and counseling
(HTC). A further comprehensive
care service for those living with
AIDS is ongoing. Under the
programme on comprehensive
care, patients are provided

with adherence counseling and
support, medicines for prevention
of opportunistic infections,
antiretroviral freatment for those
with AIDS and antiretroviral drugs
