Development of the strategic plan

Design Competition:

Architectural designs competition to construct the green Campus for the Wangari

February 2010. The Green Campus is envisioned as a functional and inspiring hub
of activities in the natural resource management area and education for sustainable
development and must be particularly appealing in its esthetics and environmental
considerations.
