Kenneth
and Pravina have been studying China's aid and soft power in Africa for eight years. They have
been looking particularly at Kenya, Ethiopia and South Africa, as case studies.

Kenneth is an emeritus professor of the University of Edinburgh while Pravina was the
administrator of Edinburgh University's Centre of African Studies for 15 years.

Kenneth formerly taught history at the University of Nairobi and is the author of several books
on Kenya, including, The African Artisan and Jua Kali Kenya. His latest book is China's Aid and
